your childôs report card tomorrow.  Either way, Reach Alert is ready to notify 
everyone.  

ã  An administrator sends out an alert. 

ã  Everyone in your group receives the alert. 

 

Hereôs what you need to do to sign up for this service (you can also opt-out at 
any time.): 

1. Go to www.reachalert.com. 

2. On the righthand side of the page, click on ñCreate an Accountò (in blue let-
tering). 

3. Type in your first and last name. 

4. On the next page, type in your phone number and select if you want to re-
ceive text or voicemail alerts, you will also enter your e-mail address on this 
page. 

5. On the next page, create and confirm your password. 

6. On the next page, you will be 
asked to join a network, type in:  
Brownsboro Farm and click 
ñresident.ò 

7. Finally, you will be texted or e-
mailed a validation code, enter 
that code, click ñvalidateò and 
you are signed up!
