Have you ever wondered how the American Flag is supposed to be displayed?  Have you 

wanted to put one out, but didnõt know how?  Well, hereõs a bit of info that might be just 

what you are looking foré 

1 Make sure the flag is in respectable condition before you display it. A torn or tattered 

flag should not be displayed. 

2  Make sure the union (blue field with white stars) is at the top of the staff when the flag 

is displayed on a flagpole. 

3 Keep the U.S. flag at the top when more than one flag is flown from the same halyard. 

4 When hanging the flag at half-staff, first hoist it to the peak of the pole, then lower it to 

half-staff. When lowering the flag, hoist it to the peak of the pole again, then lower it. Any 

other flags flying alongside the U.S. flag should also be lowered to half-staff.
