Beer Cheese 

 

1   3 oz package of cream cheese (softened) 

1   8 oz package of sharp cheddar cheese (shredded) 

1   garlic clove (minced) 

1 tablespoon   Worcestershire sauce 

½ teaspoon   dry mustard 

½ teaspoon cayenne pepper 

¼ cup beer 

Mix cheeses at medium speed with a hand mixer or food processor until 
smooth. Add garlic and other dry spices and mix well.  Gradually add beer 
until blended.
